· Available to all SCC full-time faculty and staff members.

· Funded up to a maximum of $100.00.

· Designed to supplement departmental/divisional funding of an approved Professional Development Day.

· Must be linked to/support one of more of SCC’s institutional priorities (priorities are listed below).

· An evaluation component must be submitted upon completion of the approved activity.

· Mini-grants are most often utilized to defray the costs of professional development seminars, conferences, and workshops.

2. An individual may only apply for and receive one mini-grant per academic year.

5. Mini-grant funds will be used only for those costs directly related to an approved PDD activity.

Mini-grant applications may be submitted at any time throughout the academic year.  There are 



no deadlines for submission.  However, you should also be aware that funding for mini-grants



is limited.  Mini-grants will be awarded until those funds are exhausted.  Please apply for your 



mini-grant as early as possible.
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
